	Issue Status: Preparation of conceptual proposal plans.

	Purpose: The Hon'ble Prime Minister has now launched a major flagship project at the national level in India, termed as the "National Highways Development Project (NHDP).  The Govt. of India recognizing the critical need for the development of Infrastructure proposes to take up on a priority basis the construction of Ahmedabad-Vadodara expressway, as part of the Golden Quadrilateral scheme of NHDP.

	Date of Submission: 12th February 2004

	Salient Features: The Ahmedabad-Vadodara expressway is “National Expressway 1”.

· Total length of the expressway is 92 km.

· There is total access control for this entire stretch. 

· The site, which is already acquired, consists of low-lying cultivation fields with small pockets of elevated ground.  

· Railway lines, state highways and other roadways are part of 13 ROB’s incorporated into the scheme. It also covers two small rivers and several large canals.

· The project will cater to the entire district and would comprise of such components, which will upgrade the living standard of the users, generate commercial activities for the locals etc.

	General Guidelines:
· The objective is to create a State of the art expressway, which will cater to high volume of traffic, with the help and participation of private or public sector partners, adopting appropriate development strategy.

· It has two interchanges at ‘Nadiad’ and ‘Anand’ where the commuters can get off the expressway. At both these junctions four loops and an ROB is already proposed. Landscaping and site planning to include necessary facilities is also proposed.

· Several Truck laybye’s are proposed for the entire stretch.

· Two rest areas are proposed at the 24 and 74 kms. marks as well.

· Beautification of existing ponds along the expressway is proposed.

	Phasing of the project:

a) Phase I
-Consisting of the proposed expressway till Nadiad interchange, already open for traffic.

b) Phase II
-The remaining part of the expressway, under construction


	Facilities to be provided: The expressway, would include:

1. Rest Area

· Adequate parking bays (open idle parking).

· Changing rooms with toilets, canteen, telephone booths, etc.

· An underground and overhead water tank of adequate capacity for the exclusive use of this area with maintenance office.

2. Service Type shops: The service type small shops and workshops for minor repairs can be combined with the fuel stations.
3. Commercial Area: including

· Restaurants Food joints, sit outs and café.

· Retail shops and stores

· Public pay toilets

· Petrol and diesel outlet - fuel station

· Automobile exhibition mall / Showrooms

· Pay and Park facilities

4. Trauma Centre: The Trauma Centre is incorporated to cater to any emergencies or accidents on the Expressway. It would have most emergency services; ambulances and adequate staff, while also have easy access to supplies and amenities. It is proposed to locate at the two interchanges to allow for maximum coverage area along the expressway.
5. Police check post: The Police check post would provide security, surveillance and safety to the commuters and make available a quick response to any emergencies or accidents on the Expressway.   It is proposed to locate it at the two interchanges to allow for maximum coverage area along the expressway
